accompanied:  sung with instrument(s)

a cappella:  sung without instruments, like at the Sistine Chapel

unison:  the performers are all on the same rhythm and pitch

dynamics: the loudness or softness of music, including crescendo (getting louder), diminuendo (getting softer), and swell (gets louder then softer).
articulation:  how connected the notes are, including legato (smooth and connected), staccato (short and bounced)  

intonation:  whether the note is IN TUNE or not, including sharp (a little too high) and flat (a little too low)
musical expression:  the performance techniques that add emotion and meaning to a piece of music, such as:  dynamics, articulation, phrasing, etc.  

beat:  the steady pulse that we feel in music
rhythm:  the shortness or length of the notes

meter:  Groupings of beats into measures, shown by the time signature.  The first beat is always the strongest.
metric accents:  the more noticeable accents on the first beat or strong beats (1 & 3 in   4/4   ) in each measure.

word accents:  the naturally stressed syllables of the words.

pick-up:   the note or notes before a new measure (page, or section), which are part of the same phrase or section as that following measure.  
OR The part of a phrase that starts at the end of a measure and continues into the next measure.   

ostinato:  a musical pattern that repeats, used as an accompaniment 

TERMS INTRODUCED BUT NOT TESTED
syncopation:  The accented notes do not match the metric accents or the long notes do not happen on accented beats.

 dissonance:  notes that clash or do not sound sweet together.

 homophonic:  all parts are singing the same rhythms and the same words at the same time, but on different pitches.

 polyphonic:    parts are singing different rhythms and different words at the same time.

 imitation:    in polyphonic music, successive (one after another) restatements of a musical idea (like a melody) in different voice parts (like the beginning of a round)
